Work Shop on “Rule of Reservation” for the liaison officers of Departments and State Corporations held on 11-05-2009
Commissioner of Social Welfare in collaboration with the Indian Institute of Economics, has organized a one day work shop on Rule of Reservation for liaison officers of 110 Heads of the Department and State Corporations, on 11-5-2009, at Surana Udyog Auditorium, Federation House. At Hyderabad Sri V.K. Srinivasan, IAS (Retd), Vice-Chairman, Indian Institute of Economics presided over the inaugural function and Dr. A. Vidya Sagar IAS, Commissioner of Social Welfare has delivered the inaugural address. The work shop is meant for the liaison officer in each Heads of the Departments, responsible for implementation of Rule of Reservation in Government offices / Public Sector offices. The work shop is meant to keep the liaison officers abreast of the latest instructions, rules and circulars issued by the Government for effective implementation of Rule of Reservation at the time of recruitment. The liaison officers after the training are expected to ensure proper implementation of Rule of Reservation in their office as well as the subordinate offices which recruit staff under their control. 
Dr. Vidya Sagar IAS, Commissioner of Social Welfare mentioned that problem in implementation of schemes for weaker sections like SCs, STs, and BCs are still recurring even though more than 60 years have lapsed since independence. The main reason for this being that the policies of government like Rule of Reservation are being implemented in a routine manner. There is need to implement the rules and policies for SCs, STs, & BCs creatively, willingly and in true spirit.

There are mainly four marginalized sections in society, they are women, Artisan or BC community, SCs and STs who comprise 90% of the population in the State. Yet these communities have a very small percentage in public employment. There is need to implement Government Policies Positively and ensure that these communities get more public employment so as to empower these communities. He concluded the session by wishing the work shop all success.
